A. BIDDER INFORMATION: 
 

1. FAILURE TO SUBMIT THE PRICE SCHEDULE IN A SEPARATE SEALED ENVELOPE 
SHALL DEEM THE BID NON-RESPONSIVE. INCLUDING THE PRICE SCHEDULE IN

2. FAILURE TO RETURN ALL PAGES OF THIS INVITATION TO BID MAY RESULT IN THE

3. The Minimum Specifications are intended to be fair and non-restrictive.  Contractors are invited to

No provision of this Contract and nothing herein shall be construed as creating any individual 
or personal liability on the part of any elected official, officer, employee, agent or servant of the County, 
nor shall the Contract be construed as giving any rights or benefits hereunder to anyone other than the 
parties to this Contract.  The parties’ obligations pursuant to this Section shall survive any acceptance of 
Work, or termination or expiration of this Contract. 

 
W. INSURANCE:
